What is Computed Tomography?

A multi-slice Computed tomography (CT) a diagnostic procedure that uses x-ray rotates around the body and its workstation ana-
lyzes the data to construct cross-sectional images. These images can be stored, viewed on a monitor, or printed on film. In addi-
tion, three-dimensional models of organs can be created.

Why do | need a CT scan rather than an ordinary x-r ay?
CT images can distinguish between different types of soft tissue.

CT images can be combined to produce a three-dimensional display, which can be presented in a variety of novel ways, and
can provide extra information.

Why do | need to inject liquid agent before the sca  n?
For some types of CT scan, a 'contrast medium' is used to make certain parts more visible to x-rays. The contrast agent is in the
form of a liquid that is injected into the patient prior to scanning. This liquid has iodine in it, and shows up well in CT scans.
Contrast medium injection can cause mild (e.g. vomiting, skin rash), moderate (e.g. bruise) or serious reactions (e.g. : diffi-
culty in breathing, shock, renal failure or spasm)*
*The chance of causing death is minimal.

Any Risk? Is it Safe?
Complications are rare. The radiation dose is generally quite low. So, the risk of harm is very small and it is considered a
safe test. Rarely, some people have an allergic reaction to the contrast medium which is sometimes used. This can be
treated immediately. Pregnant women, if possible, should not have a CT scan as there is a small risk that x-rays may cause
an abnormality to the unborn child.

Examination
The examination table will move into and out of the scanner opening. Only a small part of your body will be inside at any
one time. You are required remaining still during the exam and may be asked to hold the breath for 10 to 25 seconds to be
sure that the images will not be blurred.
After the exam you can get dressed and return to your normal daily routine. If contrast medium is required for the examina-
tion, you simply need to drink a few more glasses of water during the day which will be able to excrete the medium out of the
body. The result is written by a radiologist and then will be sent to your physician within 1 to 2 days.
